A Professor in English class said to his students, “If you will just take a 
new word and use it 100 times, it will be yours forever.” A young 
woman in the class looked dreamily out of the window and sighed, 
“Piolo, Piolo, Piolo…” 
 

Jesus’ parables have been told and retold so that His teachings “will 
be yours forever” but not to look for a partner! One such parable 
is that of the Sower which is the subject of this 11th Sunday’s gospel 
(Mk 4:26-34). 
 

In the parable, Jesus is the Sower, the Seed, the word of God or His 
teachings. The soil symbolizes the various types of people who 
hear and respond to God’s word. 
 

The people who received the seed on the WAYSIDE refers to those 
who allow the devil to take the word of God out of their hearts. 
Those who received the seed on ROCKY ground refers to those who 
welcome it with great joy and enthusiasm. But having no depth, they 
fizzle out. The THORNY soil refers to people who hear the word of God 
but the cares and worries of the world choke it. Finally, there is the 
GOOD soil. They are those who receive God’s word and apply it in 
day-to-day life, thus bear fruits of good deeds. 
 

Charlie Pitts owned the construction company that built the Toronto 
Subway. The more Charlie’s business grew, the more his 
personal and family life suffered. Charlie turned to the Bible for 
guidance. 
 

This one passage struck him, “What profit is there for one to gain the 
whole world but suffers the loss of his soul?” (Lk 9:25). 
 

Bothered by the message, Charlie discussed it with his wife and 
decided to sell his company before it destroyed him. 
 

Charlie bought and managed a hotel and a golf resort. And part of the 
income from this enterprise was donated to the spread of the Gospel.

         Update to Lockdown  
                 Measures  
 
 

Premier Doug Ford announced that Step One of the Reopening 
Strategy begins at 12:01 am on Friday, June 11th, 2021 - the 
Solemnity of the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus. 
  
As of Friday June 11, 2021 - these provisions will apply as follows: 

o The capacity for indoor religious services, rites, and 
ceremonies including weddings is limited to 15% capacity 
of the church. 

o Outdoors religious services, rites, and ceremonies 
including weddings are permitted with capacity limited to 
permit physical distancing of 2 metres. 

o Drive-In religious services continue in accordance with the 
legislation. 

o Parish halls remain closed during Step One. 

o Funeral services and visitations (regulated by the 
Bereavement Authority of Ontario) have new restrictions 
starting on Friday, June 11th: 

- Indoors – Maximum of 15 percent capacity 
of a particular room to a maximum of 50 
attendees in the entire facility 

- Outdoors – Two metres physical distancing 
to a maximum of 50 attendees 

 
The health precautions pertaining to the wearing of face masks, 
physical distancing and handwashing/cleaning, etc. remain in effect.
