It is easy to turn good things—like family, career, security, or comfort—into 
ultimate things. When we do that, those good things become idols, and they 
eventually collapse under the weight of our expectations.  
Jesus invites us to reorder our hearts today. When God occupies the absolute 
centre of your life, everything else falls into its proper, healthy place. You actually 
become freer to love your family, your friends, and your neighbours more purely, 
because you are no longer demanding that they fulfill a spiritual hunger only God 
can satisfy.  
 
Our culture constantly tells us to find ourselves, assert ourselves, and accumulate 
comfort. Jesus offers a completely inverted blueprint for joy: Forgetting Oneself or 
Self-Denial. Think of a seed. If it stays safe and dry in a jar, it preserves its life 
but remains entirely alone. Only when it is dropped into the dark earth and "dies" 
does it burst forth into a massive harvest. The areas where you are being asked to 
sacrifice, to serve when you are tired, or to say "yes" to God when it costs you 
something—that is where your true life is actually being found.  
 
In the first reading today from the 2nd Book of Kings, a wealthy Shunammite 
woman recognizes the prophet Elisha as a man of God. She doesn't just give him a 
polite nod, she builds an entire room into her house so he has a place to rest. In 
return, God blesses her with a child she thought she would never have.  
Jesus connects this directly to the Gospel. God often visits us in disguise—hidden 
in the person who disrupts our schedule, the family member who pushes our 
buttons, or the stranger who needs our patience. A simple "cup of cold water"—a 
listening ear, a moment of patience, a small act of kindness—is treated by Jesus as 
if it were done directly to Him.  
 
Today, the liturgy invites us to look at our lives through the lens of hospitality. 
Hospitality isn't just about throwing a nice dinner party, it is about making space 
in our lives for God and for others. A space in our time. Are we too busy to notice 
the people God places in our path? A space in our hearts? Is there a "room" in our 
daily routine reserved strictly for quiet prayer with the Lord?  
 
Let’s try to offer at least “one cup of cold water" today - a small, hidden act of 
generosity or patience knowing that in receiving others, we are welcoming Christ 
Himself. Where is Jesus asking you to make a little more room for Him today?
