Happy Feast Day to Everyone! 
 
Faith is a funny old thing, if I may use the expression! Unlike Thomas, we have not seen, and yet we are asked and 
expected to believe. At least that is what it looks like on the surface. In reality, that is not so. Faith requires a generous 
dose of humility, and a large amount of common sense. Every time I buy a car, every time I enter an operation theatre, 
every time I board an airplane, I continue to make acts of faith in someone or in something. Without faith, I would end 
up doing nothing. No one would get married if they didn’t have faith in themselves, in each other, and in the love that 
binds them. 
 
Faith will always be accompanied by doubt. If there was certainty, there would be no need of faith. Jesus compares faith 
to a tiny grain of mustard seed, that continues to germinate and grow, and ends up as a large tree.  
 
Faith grows through exercise. Like a child learning to walk, talk, read, or write, I can become a person of deep faith only 
if I practise it, and continue to apply faith to everything I do. When my faith, which is a response to God’s love, makes its 
way down into my feet, then, every time I step out in faith to do or say something, my faith will continue to grow.  
 
Jesus says that the mustard seed grew into a big tree, in which the birds of the air found shelter. My faith can be a great 
support to others. When the people lowered the man through the roof, in the gospel story, we are told that “Jesus 
marvelled at their faith”, and he healed the man. We often joke about certain people having a hotline to God. Maybe 
there is something in that! We turn to others for prayers and we promise others that we will pray for them. All of this is 
good of course, but it can also be totally meaningless, if it is not shot through and through with faith.  
 
A missionary in Africa was translating John’s gospel into the local dialect. He encountered many problems finding a 
suitable word in the dialect to fit the word in the English translation. One such word was “to believe”. There was no 
exact word in the dialect, so he approached one of the natives for help. When he explained his problem, the native 
replied that his understanding, as he listened, was that “to believe” should be translated as “to listen with the heart”.

Updates on Covid-19 Health precautions as of March 21, 2021:   
• Indoor masking requirements are lifted in churches, parish halls and offices starting on Monday, March 21, 2022.   
• Churches can currently rent their halls, and food/drink can currently be served in halls.   

• Starting Monday, March 21, all Covid-19 health precautions are lifted in parish halls   

• Starting on Monday, March 21, health precautions on choir activities are lifted.   

• Clergy and lay staff who have a Covid-19 close contact or who experience symptoms or test positive for the Covid-19 virus are reminded 

to continue following the current health unit guidelines and provincial regulations that apply to close contacts, the onset of symptoms or a
