We are now in the Season of Lent. Lent is primarily the time of intense spiritual 
preparation for conquering our temptations, using the means Jesus used during 
his forty days of preparation in the desert for his public life. It is also the time 
of repenting for our sins and renewing our lives so that we can celebrate Easter 
with our Risen Lord Who conquered sin and death by his suffering, death and 
Resurrection.  
 

Every one of us is tempted by the devil, by the world, and by our own selfish 
interests, hence, during this Lent, let us confront our evil tendencies with prayer 
especially in the Holy Eucharist, with penance, and with the Holy 
Scriptures. Jesus serves as a model for us in conquering temptations by 
strengthening himself through prayer, self-control, penance, charity and the 
effective use of the Word of God.   
 

Our Lenten journey should be a time to be with God, in fervent prayer and 
listening to Him through the meditative reading of the Bible. 
Lent should be our offering of penitential acts of reparation for our sins and an 
opportunity to reconcile with God through the Sacrament of Reconciliation and 
reconcile with others by asking their forgiveness for our offenses against them. 
And this season should mold us to be generous like God by sharing our love 
with others through selfless, humble service, almsgiving, and helping those in 
need.  
 

God is a gracious giver.  God continues to gift us with grace 
- His own Divine life.  Yet God also allows us the freedom to choose whether 
we will accept that gift of grace or refuse the gift.  We are tempted to seek 
what is self-pleasing rather than doing what God wants – loving and serving 
God by loving and serving those around us.  God is waiting with help and more 
grace.  If we decide to follow the Lord Jesus, God will grace us with an ever-
deepening relationship.  If we decide to follow our own paths, God will still 
extend grace to us so that we can change our direction and re-orient our lives 
back toward Him.  
 

God is not going to give up on us.  It is ultimately our choice whether we want 
to accept the graces God is offering us. This Lenten season, God is reminding 
us to make the right choice.  
 
 May you have a blessed Lenten Journey.
