TODAY is Pentecost Sunday. On this day, the Holy Spirit descended upon the apostles and Mary the 
Mother of Jesus. The readings give us an overview of the role of the Spirit of God. He is the source of all 
gifts both spiritual and material and the foundation of the unity of all followers of Christ. He gives 
encouragement and strength to those who desire to follow and proclaim Jesus in their lives. 

The Acts of the Apostles (2:1-11) narrates how the Spirit of the Lord came down upon the apostles and 
dispelled their fears and made them firm in their witnessing of the Gospel Message of Jesus. The Gospel 
of John (15:26-27; 16:12-16) tells us that the Spirit is Paraclete – an Advocate, our Guide in this journey 
called life. He is also the Spirit of Truth who will guide all to the Truth. 

As the Holy Spirit’s role was vital in the ministry of Jesus Christ and in the early years of the Christian 
community, so is it important in our lives as Christians today. He is our guide and light. We must invite 
Him to come to us and pray that He will truly assist us in our pursuit of the holiness of life.
