From the Desk of the Pastor...

There are moments of grace and blessing in our lives. We are not just
aware of them all. Not all of our experiences are always times of
tribulation, darkness and misfortune. This is the same experience of the
Samaritan woman in the Gospel this Sunday when she encountered Jesus
at the well. Jesus awakened in the woman (who was ostracized

and considered by the community as unclean) at the well a thirst for the
wholeness and integrity which she had lost, a thirst which He had come to
satisfy. Jesus’ revelation about himself as the Source of Living

Water teaches us that we need the grace of Jesus Christ for eternal life
because He is that life-giving water.

During those moments of grace, we need to allow Jesus free entry into our
personal lives. Jesus wishes to come into our “private” life, not to
embarrass us, not to judge or condemn us, but to free us, to change us,
and to offer us what we really need: the living water of the Holy Spirit. Let
us find this living water in the Sacraments, in prayer, and in the Holy Bible,
especially during this Lenten season. And we need to be witnesses to
Jesus as the Samaritan woman was. Let us have the courage to “be” Jesus
for others, especially in those “unexpected” places for “unwanted” people.
Let us also have the courage of our Christian convictions to stand for truth
and justice in our day-to-day life.

Moreover, during this season of Lent as the Samaritan woman who set
aside everything just to reach the well and receive the Living-

Water, Jesus challenges us to get rid of our unholy attachments and the
evil habits and sinful addictions that keep us enslaved and idolatrous. Lent
is our time to learn from our mistakes of over-indulgence in food, drink,
drugs, gambling, promiscuity, or any other addiction that distances us from
the Living Water.

O Lord
Jesus

You are the giver of Living
Water. Help us during this
Lenten period to quench our
thirst with your Word and Lowve.
You alone can satisfy
our deepest needs.

We turn to you this day and
 bumbly ask you to fill our hearts
-wztbmt to hm

Brethren, the well and the Living-Water is always available for all of us in the Church, in the Sacraments, in our liturgical
celebrations, in the silent moments of our lives and even in the world especially among our brothers and sisters in need. We
just need to remain thirsty for the Living-Water and unceasingly go to the well, our Lord Jesus Christ.
