From the Desk of the Pastor… 

There are many people around us who lack hope and do not know where to find God. We can see this in the ten lepers in 
today’s Gospel. Their incurable disease not only destroyed their bodies, but it destroyed their lives and made them 
outcasts in their society. When Jesus met them on his journey, he showed compassion for them and cured them from their 
infirmities. Just like our Lord, we are called to be beacons of hope for others. In our own simple ways, we can extend our 
loving hands to help those in need. We can always find our brethren in need around us if we just open our eyes.  
 
But how about if we are one of the ten lepers in the story? Will we respond to the voice of the Holy Spirit speaking to us, 
returning to Jesus to give thanks after graciously given this opportunity for a whole new life? Will we return to thank the 
giver of the gift?  
 
How can we grow in the virtue of gratitude? Prayer can be a big help. If we are struggling to find gratitude in our hearts, 
we can take this matter to prayer, asking the Lord for more graces to recognize the blessings we have in life, even 
blessings in the midst of trials and tribulations and struggles.

I often see posts from social media like this “Feeling Blessed” of people mostly giving thanks for the blessings they 
received in their lives. Hopefully people will flood the social media with posts of prayer thanking God and the people 
made as instruments to help people in need. We need to truly look at gratitude as an essential aspect of how we live out 
our faith. Gratitude is more than being thankful for the blessings that we have. It is the way of living our life and our faith. 
May we take a step back on our journey to be grateful for the many different gifts and blessings which the Lord has given 
to us. Like the one leper in today’s Gospel, may gratitude be our way of life.
